Singapore sees rising

Indonesia’s ‘greenest’ industrial park will be powered by coal

A vast industrial park being
built on the tropical island of
Borneo that has attracted bil-
lions of dollars in foreign and
domestic investment is dam-
aging the environment in an
area where endangered an-
imals live and migrate.

The showcase Indonesian
project also initially will be
partly powered by coal, ac-
cording to an environmental
impact assessment ordered
by one of its developers and
reviewed by The Associated
Press, but not yet made avail-
able to the public.

The project championed
by President Joko Widodo re-
flects Indonesia’s struggle to
balance profiting from its
rich natural resources and

meeting its environmental

goals.
The environmental impact
assessment commissioned

by PT Kalimantan Industrial
Park Indonesia, which oper-
ates a large part of the cur-
rent development, describes
what is happening in the
15,000 hectare (32,100 acre)
area, where plumes of dust
mushroom into the sky along
the Celebes Sea as heavy
equipment fells trees and
razes paddy fields.

CONSERVATION AREA

It says the project’s coastal
zone is a conservation and
migration area for green
turtles, hawksbill turtles and
killer ~whales.

products will definitely look
to this area.” Indonesia is the
world’s largest nickel produ-

cer and has major reserves of

aluminum, tin and copper. All
are used in technologies vital
to the green energy trans-
ition, such as electric vehicle
batteries and solar panels.

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Green groups protest against
World Bank funding of projects

Environmental groups have
submitted a formal com-
plaint to the World Bank for
providing financial support
for two coal-fired power
plants in Indonesia, violat-
ing a pledge to stop backing
fossil fuels.

The World Bank’s private
sector subsidiary, the Inter-
national Financial Corpora-
tion (IFC), is an indirect
backer of the Suralaya coal-
fired power complex via its
equity investment in Hana
Bank Indonesia, one of the
project’s financiers, a coali-
tion of green groups said on
Thursday.

The Suralaya plant —
already the largest in south-
east Asia — has eight units
in operation. Plans to build
two more would emit 250
million tonnes of climate-
warming carbon dioxide
into the atmosphere, the

groups said a letter to
World Bank compliance
ombudsman Janine Fer-

retti.
“Harm to local com-
munities, including the

forced eviction of those
who were living on the pro-
ject site, is already occur-
ring,” said the letter, sent
on behalf of local grassroots
organisations by Inclusive
Development Interna-
tional, a US non-govern-
mental organisation.

The IFC, the World Bank
and Hana Bank Indonesia
did not immediately re-
spond to requests to com-
ment. The IFC vowed to
stop investing in coal in
2020, but it continues to
hold stakes in financial in-
stitutions with coal invest-
ments, like Hana Bank, as
long as they have plans to
phase out their exposure.

It said in updated rules
this year that its financial
clients must commit to not
“originate and finance any

new coal projects from the

time IFC becomes a
shareholder”.
